o Selection in a VFC class for one academic year does not guarantee automatic promotion to 

VFC in the next class. 

o For example, students studying in Class IX (VFC) must qualify the VFC Eligibility Test to 

continue in Class X (VFC) in the following session. 

o Students who intend to pursue JEE/NEET preparation in Senior Secondary classes are 

encouraged to opt for this programme.
